The awards are presented annually on Martin Luther King, Jr. Day at a high-profile event
attended by hundreds of area youth. United States Congresswoman Tammy Baldwin has
presented the awards the last several years. Each award recipient receives a pin, a 
personalized certificate of achievement, a note of congratulations from the President of the
United States and a letter from the President's Council on Service and Civic Participation.
